INSTRUMENTATION TECHNICIAN


Role Synopsis:

Selected individuals will be trained in operations procedures and practices to ensure safe efficient operation and integrity of the pipeline facilities within Georgia (Western Route Export (WREP), Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan (BTC) and South Caucasus Pipelines (SCP). Trainings will be conducted in Azerbaijan and Georgian training centers.


After the successful completion of the training program, technicians will be allocated to WREP,  BTC and SCP sites in accordance with their skills and work demand. The successful candidate is expected to carry out preventive maintenance, troubleshooting, repairing and testing of electrical equipment and electrical control systems.

Key Accountabilities:

· Adhere to safe working practices within the facility and workshop areas and ensure that applicable safety procedures and regulations are observed

· Contribute to the effective implementation of the BP Health, Safety, Security, Environment and Social Management System (HSSE Policy).

· Perform maintenance, repair and testing of a wide variety of process instruments, electronic control systems and equipment.

· Maintain accurate logs and handover reports of all facility maintenance and operations activities

· Carry out routine checks of the instruments, electronic control systems and equipment as per the approved maintenance procedures.

· Report back/share maintenance outcome findings to support continuous improvement

· Ensure/advise adequate availability of all spares required to maintain process instruments, electronic control systems and equipment with the area of his/her responsibility.
